Rivera left Puerto Rico to attend Lehman and graduated magna cum laude in 1973 with a master’s degree in mathematics. She began her corporate career as a marketing specialist and training coordinator for the Control Data Corporation in New York. She then joined Merrill Lynch, Pierce, Fenner & Smith in Puerto Rico in 1981 as a retail account executive. Finally, she quickly rose to the top of her field at Salomon Smith Barney, where she became senior vice president and consulting group director.
 

In 1999, Rivera used her 17-year investment career to launch her own management consulting firm, Consultiva Internacional, Inc. Through the firm, she provides investment management consulting to individuals and institutions in Puerto Rico and New York. “I fell in love with the opportunity to empower and help shape the destiny of organizations and families,” says Rivera.
 

The Lehman College Foundation is an independent 501-c-3 corporation that seeks not only to raise, invest and distribute private funds for scholarships, faculty support and educational needs of Lehman College, but to serve as a window through which the wider community can learn about and participate in the life of the College. The 12-member board is comprised of community, business and education leaders, as well as Lehman College alumni.
